Academic Standing, what does it mean?
· Good Standing indicates that you have earned at least a 2.0 overall grade point average and are progressing toward graduation.

· Academic Warning indicates your GPA is under a 2.0 but you meet the eligibility standard (“retention”) GPA for the courses you have attempted and transferred in.

Retention GPAs (based on GPA hours + transfer hours):

1-29 hours 1.6 GPA
30-59 hours 1.8 GPA
60-74 hours 1.9 GPA
75+ hours 2.0 GPA

· Academic Probation indicates your GPA is under a 2.0 and you are not meeting the eligibility standard GPA for the courses you have attempted and transferred in. If your GPA does not improve the next semester, you will be suspended the following semester.
