So… what classes do I sign up for?  Determine this by following the steps below:

STEP 1: Foundation Curriculum Courses?
Completing 32 or more of the required 42 foundation curriculum hours is a requirement to declare for all College of HHP majors – begin by looking at the left hand side of your checksheet.  Are you within 10 hours?  If so, you have met this requirement to declare and must complete your other declaring requirements for your major as soon as possible.  See the “HOW TO DECLARE” web page for more info.  If you are not within 10 hours, you need to grab as many FC courses as you can next semester.  Identify on your registration slip which courses you need under the following categories:

· FC:EN (English): ENGL 1100 or ENGL 1200

· FC:SC (Science): look at your checksheet, what sciences are required for your major?  It is a good idea to take at least one difficult class (like a science) a semester so that you are not stuck later on with a lot of difficult classes in one semester.

· FC:MA (Math): MATH 1065
· FC:SO (Social Sciences): look at your checksheet, what social sciences are required for your major?  Many of you will have a choice in what social sciences you may take, see the “FOUNDATION CURRICULUM” web page for more info.  

· Note that you will need one social science from 3 different areas to fulfill this requirement – this means that if you are required to take a PSYC course and choose to take a SOCI course, that one of your last two course cannot be PSYC/SOCI and must be a course from another department (like ANTH, HIST, POLS, etc.) so that you end up with 3 courses from 3 different areas (PSYC, SOCI, and ____).

· FC:HU and FA (Humanities and Fine Arts): look at your checksheet, what humanities/fine arts are required for your major?  Many of you will have a choice in what humanities/fine arts you may take, see the “FOUNDATION CURRICULUM” web page for more info.  
· Note that you will need at least one humanity and one fine art to fulfill this requirement – COMM 2410/2420 is a fine art.

· FC:HL and EX (Health and Exercise & Sport Science): HLTH 1000 and EXSS 1000/1001

STEP 2: Following Course Sequencing?
Look at your major’s four year plan to ensure that you are completing courses when you should.  The easiest way to do this is to cross off courses you have already completed (or are enrolled in) to see where your gaps are.  It is recommended that you then try and register for the classes that you are missing.

STEP 3: Appropriate Level of Courses?
Look at your earned hours – and according to the chart below, what classification of student are you?  See the corresponding course levels to help you determine the appropriate level of courses for your next semester.

1-29 earned hours = Freshman, may register for 0000, 1000 and 2000 level courses.
30-59 earned hours = Sophomore, may register for 0000, 1000, 2000 and 3000 level courses.
60-89 earned hours = Junior, may register for 0000, 1000, 2000, 3000 and 4000 level courses.
90+ earned hours = Senior, may register for 0000, 1000, 2000, 3000 and 4000 level courses.

* 5000+ level courses are graduate level courses, and require special permission to register.

STEP 4: Met all Pre-/Co-Requisites for Courses?
Some courses have pre-/co-requisites that must be met in order to register for the course.  
Pre-requisites are courses that must be successfully completed prior to taking the course.

Co-requisites are courses that must be taken at the same time as that course – some co-requisites, like labs, require that you register for them simultaneously in banner.  See the “COMMON BANNER ERRORS” web page if you run into problems.

This information can be found in a number of ways.  Some of you will find that courses with pre-/co-requisites are identified on your checksheet with a (P) beside the course number.
