ADDITIONALLY You are required to:


  Attend a mandatory Fall meeting the evening before classes begin on ECU’s campus in August.


 Purchase khaki shorts/pants for the ATEP uniform (required to participate in clinical observation).  ATEP T-Shirts will be available at the Fall meeting for approximately $15 each


** Khakis shorts must be at least finger-tip in length, and contain belt loops.  No baggies, cargo, Capri pants allowed.  All pants must be appropriately sized, and contain belt loops. This is a medical, professional uniform


 Pre-registrar for primarily morning classes (so as to not interfere with your observation hours) as clinical observation hours are typically offered Monday – Friday 1:30 – 6:00

** Reference Letters:

· All reference letters must be original letters (no scanned/electronic/faxed versions) signed by the author and contain contact (email/phone, address) information of the author. 
· Letters must be placed in sealed envelopes and mailed in one packet along with the remainder of the application materials. 
· All letters must address how the author knows the student
· No references from relatives will be accepted

· Examples of authors include:  employers, teachers, pastors, coaches, certified athletic trainers, administrators, guidance counselors, scout leader, etc.

· The reference must testify to the character of the student (for example: professionalism, integrity, maturity, etc.).
