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Retention in the East Carolina University Athletic Training Student Program is contingent upon the following criteria:


1.  A minimum course grade of C in all athletic training courses



(BIOL 2130 (or 2140/2150); EXSS 1100, 2805, 3805, 3850; ATEP 1800, 2800, 2810, 3200, 3201, 3250/1, 3280/1, 3270, 3271, 3350, 3400, 3810, 3820, 3860, 4300, 4320, 4860; HLTH 2125/6, 3020; NUHM 2105; PSYC 1000, and the research/stat class).  Depending on individual situations, you might be allowed to progress in the athletic training education program with an unsatisfactory grade IF you repeat the course and earn an appropriate grade within one academic year.



a.  If you receive a grade below a C in any of the following classes, you will be removed from the athletic training education program: ATEP 2810/1, 3280/1, 3810, 3820.

2.  A minimum semester and cumulative GPA of 2.0 (if you fall below a 2.0 GPA, but have a C or better in the courses listed under 1a (above); you might be allowed to progress in the curriculum, but not in the clinical aspect of the program, until such time your GPA is above 2.0)


3.  Current CPR and First Aid certification


4.  Current Liability Insurance


5.  Attendance of 2/3 of the in-services offered each semester


6.  Satisfactory progression of the assigned level of proficiencies set forth in the Competency/Proficiency Checklist (Candidates are Level 1)

7.  Upholding the ECU and NATA Code of Ethics

8. Complete coverage of your primary sport assignment.  This entails being actively involved in all aspects of your team’s training; and you must have at least 200 hours each semester of clinically supervised experience.

9. Review and sign all your clinical evaluations (twice a semester).

10.  Provide documentation of current TB testing annually (via ECU SHS)

11.   Attendance at all required Supervised Study sessions

12.  Complete a 100-hour (minimum) pre-season clinical experience your Junior or Senior year (August 1 – Labor Day)

Current CPR, First Aid and Liability Insurance must be verified and remain current each academic year
