Alternative Licensure

East Carolina University has been actively reviewing current policies with the purpose of identifying and implementing best practices related to university policies and procedures.  We are happy to announce that effective spring 2009 all non-degree seeking alternative licensure students will be moved from Graduate Non-Degree status to Undergraduate – Post Baccalaureate Teacher Licensure (non-degree) status.   

We are pleased to share that as a direct result of this change, the students mentioned above will experience a variety of benefits.  One of the major benefits for students will be a significant reduction in tuition rates. This change will allow a non-degree teacher licensure candidate to pay undergraduate tuition rates as an alternative to paying graduate rates.  Moreover, this new designation will assist students that are seeking Financial Aid to complete the request process in a more efficient manner.  Additional benefits that will be maintained for these non-degree seeking students include the ability to register on the first day of registration and the ability to register without a PIN number for spring 2009.  In future terms, these students will still be able to register on the first day using a special PIN.  
During the initial transition period, there are a few changes of which we would like you to be mindful.  Undergraduate Teacher Licensure candidates seeking Financial Aid will be subject to the undergraduate loan limits. Please also note that the Office of Undergraduate Admissions will have established application deadlines that all new applicants will need to follow as well as currently enrolled students who miss a major semester (fall or spring) and wish to get readmitted in a future term. Every effort has been made to identify all current Graduate Non-Degree Seeking students pursuing teacher licensure.  The students that have been identified will be automatically shifted to the new Undergraduate Post Baccalaureate Teacher Licensure status on November 3, 2008. Please note that if you are actively admitted this fall 2008 you will not need to reapply for spring 2009, your status change will be made for you by the Office of the Registrar.   
After November 3, 2008 please follow the directions below to confirm that your status has been changed:

1. Log into OneStop

2. Select Banner Self Service

3. In the new window select “Student”, then “Student Records” then “View Student Information”

4. On the “View Student Information” screen you can see your class (Undergraduate) next to “Class”.  Your “Program” will show as “Post Baccalaureate Tchr Cert”.
