Obtaining M Licensure

All final action regarding licensure through East Carolina University is handled by one office in the School of Education.  The follow guide describes what you must do if you wish to obtain add on licensure or upgrade to an M certificate.

The following guide should give you all the information you need but, if you have questions, the best source of information is Mrs. Sherri Tripp at 252-328-2278.

I do want to remind you that it is necessary to submit at least 4 items to assure processing:

1.
A check or money order for $55.00 made out to SDPI

A signed waiver allowing the ECU Registrar to release a copy of your 


transcript from here (blank copy attached here)

Form U

A fifth item, Praxis Scores in Health Education if you did not already have 


the appropriate certification (0098 or 0097).

REGISTRATION DEADLINES FOR THE PRAXIS II ARE MAY 10, 2005 AND JULY 7, 2005 (details below for registration)
Once processed, the materials go to SDPI for actual license processing.  The timeline we have been give indicates that it will take 4 to 6 weeks after course completion for the materials to be processed at ECU and another 2 weeks for processing at SDPI.  Thus, it appears that, if everything is complete, the new licensure is awarded about two months after completion of all coursework.

For students seeking an additional licensure area or a higher classification, these steps must be taken by the student.
LICENSURE:

If this is an upgrade of your 098 or 097 license, no Praxis II Exam is required.

If your initial license was not as a Health Education Specialist (098) or (097), you must complete the Praxis II Exam (subject assessment).  This may be done before completing your degree.  It MUST be done before your additional licensure area application can be processed.  A score of 640 or higher is passing.  You may register for the Praxis Paper-Based Tests online at www.ets.org/praxis using a 
credit card.  The test is offered 6 times a year.  The test is NOT offered online.
THE PRAXIS II EXAM YOU MUST TAKE IS ENTITLED “HEALTH SPECIALIST”.   THE TEST CODE FOR THAT EXAM IS “20550”.

PROCEDURE:  


YOU must send Form V*, Form U** and the $55 fee (check or money order 
payable to SDPI), and a copy of your Praxis scores*** to:  Licensure, College of 

Education, Office of Teacher Education, ECU, Greenville, NC  27858.
*Form V, “Verification by Institution” is for those seeking to add a certification (0098) at the M level or the upgrade an existing 0098 certification to the M level. Go to http://www.ncpublicschools.org/licensure/forms.html.  Once you reach this site, scroll down the page to “Verification by Institution, Completion of Approved Education Program (Form U) complete this form and print it out.

**Form U, “License Update” is for renewal and for other things.   ECU requires that you submit it too.  It is also available at   http://www.ncpublicschools.org/licensure/forms.html  this time, when you reach the site, scroll to the very bottom of the list and complete form U.  
***If your scores are required because you don’t have 098 or 097, instead of you submitting scores you may have ETS send them directly to ECU, (institution # RA5180 on the application form).

Also, please end a second copy of your forms V and U to Dr. Barnes at the Department of  Health Education and Promotion, 202 Christenbury, ECU, Greenville, NC  27858

The last item is very important you must print out and signed the consent form reproduced on the next page.  If you do not wish to do that, please submit a copy of your transcript along with the check and forms V and U.

FINAL PROCESSING:
Your materials are not processed until all of your coursework is complete and the ECU School of Education has received your transcripts, forms, and Praxis scores.  Once processed, the materials go to SDPI for actual license processing.  The timeline we have been give indicates that it will take 4 to 6 weeks after course completion for the materials to be processed at ECU and another 2 weeks for processing at SDPI.
