Ethical Action

As a Volunteer, I Pledge To:

Your site or client can be negatively affected if you are irresponsible with your schedule. 

Confidentiality

ECU volunteers are responsible for maintaining the confidentiality of information they receive at their service sites. This includes information about both the site and the clients they serve. You should not disclose any names, phone numbers, addresses, personal or family problems, employment information, living habits or medical records to anyone under any circumstance. If a situation arises that warrants the disclosure of information, including suspicion of child or other abuse, please discuss this with your site supervisor.
