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ECU College of Health and Human Performance Awarded Research Grant from U.S. Department of Education

Greenville, N.C. (February 8, 2010) – The U.S. Department of Education awarded a research grant to Dr. Jennifer Cremeens, assistant professor, in the Department of Health Education and Promotion to address high risk alcohol consumption among college students.

The $269,000 grant forges collaboration between a two year institution, Pitt Community College and East Carolina University in addressing this issue within the shared community of college students.  

Components of this initiative consists of an off-campus social norms campaign addressing high-risk alcohol consumption where researchers work with ECU and PCC students in developing campaign materials containing messages targeting student attitudes, social norms, and behaviors related to alcohol use on campuses.  These materials will be distributed via a variety of mediums throughout the city of Greenville. 
In addition, this project will enhance the existing services already offered by the Office of Parent Services at ECU to increase parent-child communication regarding risks associated with high-risk drinking and alcohol related consequences. 

“Partnering with Pitt Community College on preventing high risk alcohol use will serve as a positive contribution to our community,” said Dr. Glen Gilbert, Dean of the College of Health and Human Performance.  

“High-risk alcohol use does not just affect ECU.  It can also affect those within Greenville. ECU conducts several on-campus alcohol prevention activities, but this project allows us to incorporate the community and PCC in addressing this important issue,” said Cremeens, principal investigator of the project. 

The project is currently in the development phase, with full-scale implementation occurring in the fall of 2010.
