Paper Guidelines

· Eligible Papers: Research papers written for an ECU English 1100 or 1200 class during the Summer 2011, Fall 2011, or Spring 2012 semesters are eligible for consideration.  
· There is no submission limit.  Please complete the paper submission checklist for each paper. 
· Papers may be submitted by the instructor (with the student's permission) or by the student.


Selection & Notification Information 

Papers will be judged on the quality of the research as well as the quality of the writing.  The panel of judges will be comprised of faculty from the ECU English Department and Joyner Library.  Papers will not be returned after the judging has been completed.  Winners will be notified by phone in mid-July 2012.  Prizes will be awarded at a reception in the beginning of the Fall 2012 semester.
