How to Use E-Journal Locator
Use the E-Journal Locator to find out if the full text of a journal, magazine, newspaper or other periodical article is available online. 

·  The E-Journal Locator is listed as a Quick Link on the library home page.

· Type the name, or the first few words, of the periodical title in the search box and click the [Search] button.

· If the full text of the periodical is available in any of our subscription databases or if we know that the full text is available free from the publisher, you will see a list of databases where the journal is available. 

· The list includes the name and dates of full text coverage, and the provider. The same journal or may be available from more than one source or provider. Up to 10 providers will be listed on the first screen. Use the [Next 10 Records] button if you want to see additional providers. 

· There may also be a blue "more information" icon. This icon means that when you click on the hyperlinked journal or periodical title, a new window will open that connects you to the database that contains the full text of the periodical. Clicking on the icon will gets you a step-by-step guide to finding an article that you want in a publication in that database. 

· If there is no icon in the column next to the periodical title, it means that when you click on the [publication name], you will be connected directly to that publication. You are usually connected to the table of contents, which you can browse to find the volume and issue number you need.  

You can also use the E-Journal Locator to see what journals and other periodicals are available online for a particular subject. From the E-Journal Locator search page, click on the browse by [Subject] link. Click on the desired subject. The periodicals that were assigned this subject will be listed, 10 to a screen. If you want to see all of the titles on one page, click the [Display All Records] button.
