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Company & Industry Research Using Euromonitor GMID
1. Euromonitor GMID is an excellent source for finding statistics, country reports and consumer lifestyle reports.  It is international is scope, covering more than 200 countries.  Euromonitor GMID also provides extensive reports for industries, markets and both public and privately-held companies.  Only selected industries and companies are covered, however.  This guide focuses on finding and using company, industry and market reports.

2. To access Euromonitor GMID, start at the Joyner Library home page:  http://www.ecu.edu/lib/
3. Click on the “Databases” tab near the top of the page.  Go to “E”, then click on the link for “Euromonitor GMID.”

4. The main database screen is geared toward finding statistics.  To find company and/or industry reports, go to the teal menu bar at the top of the screen and select either Browse reports or Keyword search.  
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5. Browse reports offers these choices:
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6. If you choose Industry reports, you will see a list of industries:

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7. Reports begin with a brief Introduction.  You can move to the next section of the report, use the Table of Contents (located on the left-hand side of the screen to go to a specific section, or view the entire report on screen in HTML format, using the [image: image9.png]


 icon.  You can also download the report in PDF [image: image10.png]


 or Word [image: image11.png]


, using the icons above the Table of Contents.
The Executive Summary provides an overview of recent performance, new product introductions, and other important developments.

While the structure of reports varies depending on the industry, they generally discuss market size and structure, segmentation, leading companies, and recent market performance.  Often, sales data and market share by company and brand are given.  New product developments and distribution methods are usually provided, along with forecasts for future market performance.

A careful reading will help identify the opportunities and threats the industry faces, key strategic issues, and key success factors.

8. Company profiles generally will include a corporate overview, financial summary, chart of performance indicators, sales and profit by division, segment or brand (if applicable), analysis of the company’s business model and focus, the competitive context, analysis of business and marketing strategies, and a SWOT analysis.
9. Using the Browse reports feature lets you see all available reports in an area, but you will often have to check more than one type of report to make sure you’re finding all the relevant entries.  For example, Consumer Electronics is under Industry reports, but TVs, VCRs and Camcorders is under Major market profiles.  
Using the Keyword search feature can find all relevant reports at one time – but only if you use the same terminology that Euromonitor uses.  Compare these results:
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Your search for apparel 

Your search for clothing 

produced 6 hits


produced 86 hits
So, be sure to think of alternative terms to use in your search.  
You can use the connectors AND, OR and AND NOT.  

Example:  beer and (france or germany)

You can also use an * at the end of a word to get different endings.  

Example:  retail* and food  -- will find retail, retailing, retailers, etc.

If you need to search a very specific topic, try using the Text option under Analysis, rather than using the default choice of Title search.  Text search will find any and every time the term is mentioned.  Caution:  it might include some irrelevant hits.  Here are some examples of keyword search results using the Text option:
Your search for high definition television produced 4 hits

Your search for hdtv produced 12 hits

Your search for dry cleaning produced 106 hits

Your search for dry clean* produced 156 hits

Your search for passenger cars produced 132 hits

Your search for automobiles produced 28 hits

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Start with the four circled reports and profiles.  Industries covered in greatest depth are listed under Industry reports. These include most consumer goods and retail industries and travel / tourism.  Industries covered in less depth are often listed in the Major market profiles section.  These include motor vehicles, banks, manufacturing, and telecommunications.  Retailing reports concentrate on retailing in particular countries and also include relevant company profiles.





Select an industry, such as Consumer electronics, to see a list of available reports.





Selecting any of the other report options will take you straight to a list of reports, similar to this one.  Select the desired report.  Be sure to note the date of the report.  They are updated based on demand.
