· Improve student retention by expanding the resources available for students on campus
· Strengthen our relationship and provide more support for the Pirate Tutoring Center 
· Provide more opportunities for students to interact with their Colleges and Deans
· Innovate with our programming and bring fresh ideas to campus, relevant to the student population.
· Promote student accountability  

“Financial Responsibility and Transparency”
· Fight in Raleigh to ensure the lowest possible cost of education for students at ECU.
· Do our part to effectively and efficiently allocate student fee dollars 
· Increase student organization funding and publish allocations online to be transparent about who receives student fee dollars
· Continue to promote and educate students on the SGA Funding Process
· Encourage students to utilize resources provided for them

“Media and Visibility”
· Define SGA’s mission for the student body and ensure its fulfillment in the future
· Work to reform and enhance campus communication to students
· Increase on-campus visibility and accessibility through bi-monthly tables on the yard 
· Send a monthly newsletter of updates to the student body to keep them aware and informed
· Regularly scheduled Town Hall meetings held on both the Medical and Main Campus for students to voice concerns.




“Outreach and Safety”
· We will create a President’s Council composed of various major-funded organization heads and campus constituencies to advise the Student Body President, advocate for campus interests, and foster better collaboration among student leaders. Meetings will be open to all students and groups to express their views and offer opinions.
· We will maintain an open-door policy: No student should ever be turned away from expressing their opinions to their elected or appointed officials.
