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There are multiple ways you can get involved with the Elections Committee; Elections Committee Chair, Elections Committee Vice-Chair, and Elections Committee Member.  To be eligible for these positions, candidates must have at least a 2.25 overall GPA.  Depending on your interest, please read carefully as different application deadlines apply for each position.  
ELECTIONS COMMITTEE CHAIR
The Chairperson serves as the organizer and director for all SGA sanctioned elections.  During their term, the Chair is to work with the SGA Advisor and Executive Officers to coordinate dates for advertising, elections filing, compulsory meetings, debates, and elections during both the fall and spring semesters.  The Chair is responsible for the integrity of the election and is to oversee all elections meetings with elections committee members, SGA officers, and candidates.  The Chair will maintain the Elections Rules along with other SGA governing documents to ensure that every candidate is in compliance.  During each election, they will determine if the actions of all candidates or students fall within the guidelines of said documents and determine if a violation is found.  The Chair is to also investigate any complaints made by any person during each election.  In the event of an elections violation, the Chair is to coordinate a meeting with the Election Committee and the SGA Advisor to determine the validity of complaint and what actions should be taken.  At the end of each election, the Chair is to generate an Elections Report to be submitted to the SGA office as the official record for that election.  This position is very challenging yet very rewarding and requires someone with dedication, attention to detail and ability to be impartial in all aspects of each SGA election.  This position is a one year term, appointed by the executive branch and confirmed by majority vote of the legislative branch.  Candidate chosen will shadow outgoing Chair during the fall 2011 election.  Elections Chair will receive compensation in the amount of $200 per election for the 2011-2012 elections.

ELECTIONS COMMITTEE VICE-CHAIR
The Elections Vice Chairperson serves as the immediate assistant to the Elections Chair.  They serve in the place of the Chair in the event of any absence.  The Vice-Chair coordinates all Elections Committee meetings and determines the schedule for the committee during election days.  The Vice-Chair assists in investigation of any allegations or complaints that are filed and ensures that all required administrative actions are in compliance with the Elections Rules.  Additionally, the Vice-Chair ensures the accuracy of all paperwork and reviews all materials needed during each election.  This position requires someone with dedication, attention to detail and ability to be impartial in all aspects of each SGA election.  This position is a one year term, appointed by the executive branch and confirmed by majority vote of the legislative branch.  The Vice-Chair will receive compensation in the amount of $125 per election for the 2011-2012 year elections.
ELECTIONS COMMITTEE MEMBER
The Elections Committee Members serve as the support staff during each election.  This group is responsible for attending all election committee meetings.  Committee members are to ensure the compliance with Elections Rules during each election and monitor the polling site(s) during election days.  Committee members serve as the decision making body in dealing with all election complaints and violations.  This position requires the ability to be impartial in all aspects of each SGA election.  This position is a one year term, appointed by the executive branch and Elections Committee Chair.  .
