	
	
	


"Serving Up A Winner" - Harriet Enzor Selected as Keynote Speaker for 2007 Adapted Sports Day – Press Release

The 11th Annual Adapted Sports Day will be held on Saturday, November 17, 2007 from 9:30 am – 3:30 pm at the Student Recreation Center on the campus of East Carolina University.  This unique event is a collaborative effort of the East Carolina University Department of Campus Recreation & Wellness Adapted Recreation program, The L.T. Walker International Human Performance Center’s Adapted Sports program, Pitt County Community Schools & Recreation, and the local community’s Support Team for Active Recreation (STAR).  Adapted Sports Day introduces individuals with and without disabilities to a wide variety of adapted sports such as rock wall climbing, wheelchair volleyball, slalom course, bowling and billiards, tai chi, hand cycling, racquetball, wheelchair basketball, wheelchair tennis, shuffleboard, table tennis, quad rugby, and bocce’.   
Once again the event is "Serving Up A Winner" as the keynote speaker this year will be Harriet Enzor, a nationally and internationally accomplished wheelchair tennis player who has captured the championship of the U.S. Open International Tennis Tournament for wheelchair athletes.  She has been ranked as high as #1 nationally in singles and doubles and #12 internationally.  Among her other notable accomplishments are five consecutive North Carolina State  Wheelchair championships, selection as the 1997 North Carolina Wheelchair Athlete of the Year, an award for outstanding commitment and achievement in women's sports presented by the Governor's Council on Physical Fitness and Heath, and the Sportsmanship Award from the U.S. Professional Tennis Registry.  Ms. Enzor helped spearhead North Carolina's only wheelchair tennis leagues, leads clinics all across the state, and serves as chairperson for the Wheelchair Tennis Committee for the North Carolina Tennis Association.  She holds a Bachelor's degree from Campbell University and Masters and Doctoral degrees from the University of North Carolina at Greensboro and is currently employed as an Associate Professor at Campbell University. The theme for 2007 is "Serving Up A Winner.”   Past speakers have included Paralympic swimmer and runner Rudy Garcia-Tolson, wheelchair marathoner and basketball player Jean Driscoll, Paralympic swimmer Trischa Zorn, power hockey player Shawn Hessee, sprinter Brian Frasure, climber Mark Wellman, hand cyclist William Brady, golfer Bob Ronne, swimmer and road racer Ron Curll, the “Charlotte Crash” Quad Rugby team, and the “Port City Wheelers” Wheelchair Basketball team.   

A $5.00 registration fee covers breakfast, lunch, the keynote presentation, all instructional sessions, entry into facilities, and parking.  Registration will be conducted on-site beginning at 8:30 am on the event date. Adapted Sports Day is open to participants of all ages and ability levels, students, spectators, and family members.  East Carolina University’s Student Recreation Center is a state-of-the-art 150,000 square foot facility which includes six multi-purpose courts, an indoor running track, a 27 foot climbing wall, an indoor swimming pool with both lap and instructional areas, a concourse and juice bar, three multi-purpose rooms, and a 10,000 square foot weight and fitness area.  Additional activities for bowling and billiards will be conducted in the Mendenhall Student Center which is directly adjacent to the Student Recreation Center.
