Clinical Content Info:

New Clinical Content: 

· Postpartum Labs-includes Hgb/Hct and Pregnancy test for in-clinic testing.  This form is included in the 'GYN -f-up_Pop_Ppartum' template. Effective 8/4/2004.

Revised Clinical Content: 

· Developmental Milestones-the Ages and Stages Questionnaire (ASQ) form must be documented at certain times for Medicaid reimbursement.  Button to add ASQ form to template is now included on the Developmental Milestones form as well as a reminder for when the ASQ should be performed.  The reminder also appears on the ASQ Peds Development form.  Effective 8/4/2004.

· OB Vital Signs-includes 'All neg' button for urinalysis.  Effective 8/4/2004
· Skin Challenge Testing-a TB-PPD consent dropdown option added. Effective 8/4/2004
Data Quality and Reporting:

· Please continue to have your providers sign their documentation.  When providers depart the facility, any pending documents are routed to the dept chair or clinic director, or their designee, for review, completion, and signature.  

Tips of the Month

· When you view documents on your desktop, please do so from the “Documents” tab.  If a document is routed to you with comments, the documents tab is the only place where these comments will be visible.  Also, please remember that these comments are not a permanent part of the chart document.  If you want them in the chart permanently, they can be copied and pasted onto the body of the document.    

Other Issues, Questions and Discussion

· There has been a recent issue with WINS configuration on our network.  (WINS handles machine names on the windows network.)  This issue has caused a few different symptoms in clinics lately.  The most common problem has been the inability to open scanned documents.  If you experience this problem, call ITCS (328-6866) and report that your “WINS Configuration” needs to be corrected.  

· The “change provider” function in IDX scheduling leads to some “different” behavior on the Logician side.  When clinics schedule an appointment under one provider’s name, and then use this “change provider” function at arrival, the appt will appear in BOTH Logician appt books.  (Just providing this FYI.)

· If you have particular lab results from LabCorp (or any lab) that are not populating the flowsheet, please let us know.  

· Please continue to support your new Residents, they just completed their Logician Training and will need your help.

· Logician access for L & D nursing staff:  this access has been approved on the ECU end, but the plan to give L & D nurses access to our EMR is still being reviewed by the PCMH legal department.  As soon as it is approved, the plan is to re-train these folks and get them into the system.  

· Logician access for Medical Students:  ECU Physicians is considering EMR access for Medical students.  Which subset of students will have access has not yet been determined.  More information to follow…  

Where we’re going…

· Logician’s Orders Module will be rolled out across ECU Physicians clinics.  If you have questions on the implementation process, or when a particular site is scheduled to begin the process, please call us.  

· Nephrology goes live tomorrow

· Rheumatology, ID & Travel Clinics go live first week in September.

· The Orders Module is now being used to order labs from PCMH and Internal (ECU Clinic) Labs.  LabCorp labs may also be included in the near future. 

·  It is important that problem lists are updated and maintained before Orders Module can work properly

· We hope to pilot the transfer of billing/encounter information from Logician back to IDX at FMO—beginning ~September

· We are once again hoping to work with Eastern Radiology on getting an electronic interface in place

· Upgrade to Logician version 5.6 will occur in mid 2005(?), depending on when GE distributes it, and what “bugs” need to be ironed out.  

· Psychiatry clinic to go live on Logician after the additional security features in version 5.6 are implemented.
