New Content:  

· New quick text has been added to the global list.  The following should be used inside an update:  ‘.probchng’ lists the changes to the problem list, and ‘.medchng’ lists changes to the med list in the current update.

· EGD form component, found in the Adult Diagnostic Reports folder, to report EGD procedures (already in LIVE Logician)

· SHS Outside Orders form component, found in the Student Health folder, used to report orders and disposition of outside orders (already in LIVE Logician)
· Several new forms and flowsheets to be used by Renal Transplant
Revised Content: 

· The ‘Referral Request’ form now includes ‘Cardiology-Imaging’ in the dropdown list of ECU Services

· Physical Exam-Wound/Post Op form-visibility button for “evidence of infection” has been removed. 'Odor' added as an option for signs and symptoms and drainage type
Proposed Revision:

· Include a display of the patient previous weight on the Vital Signs forms (Adult and Peds).  The weights would not display in the note nor convey as a current weight

Data Quality and Reporting:

· The latest unsigned documents reports went out late last week

· Please remember to monitor your “generic” desktops for documents.  In most clinics, the most common documents on these desktops will be the appt cancellation and no-show notifications

· Remember you can personalize your settings for handouts, form components, and users by using the “My Folder” feature.  Click the “more” button in various areas to add items to your personal folders.   

· Please be cautious about discarding documents.  Remember that if a document is discarded, all information entered by any user in that document is permanently deleted from the chart.  If you have questions about how to correct a chart without discarding a document, please call us.  
Other Issues, Questions and Discussion

· Reports from the ECU Cytogenetics lab are now being linked into Logician, and paper copies are no longer being sent to ECU providers/offices

· We will be pushing out changes to the Orders-related software within the next couple of weeks.  You will see the files being copied when you launch Logician.  

· The IDX appts and demographics interfaces are being re-written and will hopefully be live before we meet again

· In the process, we have discovered a few sched departments and generic providers that were not previously coming through the interface.  We are coordinating these with affected clinics as we discover them

· Demographics changes will come over to Logician REAL-TIME!

Where we’re going…

· Renal transplant program began the go-live process last week!

· Logician’s Orders Module will be rolled out across ECU Physicians clinics in 2004.  

· While the Orders Module is currently only used to order labs from PCMH, that may change (to include LabCorp and/or internal labs.  Problem lists must be updated and maintained before the Orders Module can work properly

· Additional customization/integration for Surgery specialty groups (Peds, Gastric bypass, CT, etc.) is still ongoing

· We are working with representatives from PAS, Billing and Reimbursement, and IDX to investigate how to electronically link Logician back to the billing system

· Revisions to the PCMH Pathology and Lab results interfaces are on the way—stay tuned

· We are once again working with Eastern Radiology on getting an electronic interface in place

· Implementation of “Citrix” technology to access Logician in certain clinic locations is coming soon

· Protocols feature in Logician to become more fully developed (as we purchase/implement CCC Software). 

· Upgrade to Logician version 5.6 will occur in late 2004(?), depending on when GE distributes it, and what “bugs” need to be ironed out.  

· Psychiatry clinic to go live on Logician after the additional security features in version 5.6 are implemented.

· And much more…
