I. Clinical Content Info:
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 Clinical Content:  

· Diabetes Self Management Training/Follow-up-found in the Patient Education folder-developed for the Endocrine section in Internal Medicine.  No screen print has been attached.  Import date 2/3/2004.   

· Physical Exam SHS - MSK- found in the Adult Physical Exam folder-developed by the providers at SHS to document physical findings for MSK exam in their clinic.  Import date 1/28/2004.  The old Physical Exam-MSK remains in the system

· Depo Testosterone Injections-found in the Injections folder to document administration and review of injections of Depo Testosterone-developed by request from FMO.  Import date 2/3/2004.
Revised Clinical Content: 

· Vital Signs (Peds and Adult)-includes a field to enter 'Vital Signs taken by'-Adult Vitals previously imported.  Import date for the Peds form 2/3/2004.

· Skin Challenge Test-includes a visibility display area when 'skin testing results' is selected so previous placement date may be reviewed and other reading comments may be made/Lot numbers added-previously imported. 

· Referral Form- hearing and speech option change.  The dropdown list has been modified in the ‘Referral Form’.  The   “Communication Sciences and Disorder” option has been changed to  “Audiology-Hearing Balance” and/or “Speech and  Language.”

Data Quality and Reporting:

· The Referral Process was reviewed with Patient Access Services on Friday, Feb 6.  Please see your Patient Access Manager for input for your clinical area.

· Providers continue to ask for reports of their patients with a particular disease or on a particular drug.  Please encourage providers to enter problems and medications while documenting care.  In order for the Orders module to work properly, the problem has to be added.  When the problem is not linked to the test that you are ordering, the hospital calls with errors.

II. Tips of the Month

· The ‘Document’s Tab’ shows comments…this is the only place you can see the comments box.  This tab is NOT part of the patient’s chart…so any information can go here.  You can sort your documents (i.e. phone notes) in the ‘Document’s Tab’.    
III. Other Issues, Questions and Discussion

Logician Orders Module:

· New Prompt- For any lab test that does not have a diagnosis linked, Logician will prompt the user with a “red flag”.  It is important to remember to update problem lists and link the problem to the test that you are ordering to avoid these “red flags.” 

· What do I do if the wrong order prints?  

The correct lab order form is titled 'Lab Test Order Form' and it does NOT include patient insurance information.  If the form that prints is titled 'Test Form' and includes insurance information then the machine does not have the correct form installed.  PLEASE NOTE THE MACHINE WHERE TEST WAS ORDERED and call 4.2030.  The problem can be easily fixed as long as HIS/S knows which machine is affected.  It is important that the correct form is sent to the lab because it contains essential information.
IV. Where we’re going…

· Logician implementation at Student Health is complete!

· Logician’s Orders Module will be rolled out across ECU Physicians clinics in 2004.  

· While the Orders Module is currently only used to order labs from PCMH, that may change (to include LabCorp and/or internal (ECU Clinic) labs 

·  It is important that problem lists are updated and maintained before Orders can work properly

· Additional customization/integration for Surgery specialty groups (Peds, Gastric bypass, CT, etc.) is still ongoing

· Renal transplant program customization/implementation is nearly complete.  Anticipated go-live is March 2004.

· Revisions to the IDX and PCMH Pathology interfaces are underway—stay tuned

· We are once again working with Eastern Radiology on getting an electronic interface in place

· Implementation of “Citrix” technology to access Logician in certain clinic locations is coming soon

· Protocols feature in Logician to become more fully developed (as we purchase CCC Software). 

· Upgrade to Logician version 5.6 will occur in late 2004(?), depending on when it is distributed by GE, and what “bugs” need to be ironed out.  

· And much more…
