Tips of the Month

· If you are using Logician’s Orders Module to order labs from PCMH, please remember to make sure that the location of care on the document reflects the accurate PCMH clinic code for your site.
· Patients who are dismissed from the practice should have their charts marked ‘Inactive’, and should have a comment entered into the Registration Notes.  Please call us if you have questions with this process.
· Please remember that you should not access electronic records for non-job-related reasons (looking for co-workers’ phone numbers, etc.).    
Other Issues, Questions and Discussion

· Distribution of custom medication and problem lists for each clinic—please review your list, and send it back to us with any desired changes penciled in.  

· Nurses’ names in Logician should match the name as registered with the board of nursing.  If any nurse needs his/her name changed in Logician, the request must come through the nursing supervisor.  

· The “Referring Physician” field in the registration module is the field that is used to store a patient’s “VIP” Category—ECU Employee/Family, PCMH Employee/Family, etc.  Please do not change this field in any charts!  When you change this field, it not only affects that chart, but all other patients who have the same VIP category.  
· On prescriptions that are being routed to the Brody Pharmacy—please remember to indicate “telephone” as the prescribing method instead of “print…”

· The Release of Information request form (the form the patient fills out and signs to have records released) is no longer available in Logician.  It is available on the web:  www.ecu.edu/hiss.  Also, remember that if a patient wants records released from ECU, or wants copies of his/her records, you should send them to the Release of Information office (Brody 1W22)

· Patients with 2-character names (e.g., first name of “JD”) do not get sent through the IDX interface to Logician.  If you encounter any such patients, please let us know.  

· One of the servers that controls interface traffic (from IDX and PCMH) will be down this Thursday morning from 7:00 to 7:30.  Lab results and appt transactions will not come into Logician during this window.  

· Failover/Disaster Recovery testing for Logician will take place on June 15.  This will not affect the clinics, but stay tuned for information through Nursing Leadership and this forum on “Disaster Preparation and Recovery”—what to do if the electronic record is not available.
Where we’re going…

· Logician’s Orders Module will be rolled out across ECU Physicians clinics.

· LJCC and FMO are LIVE! 

· Nephrology is next—projected to go live in August; then on to Rheumatology

· While the Orders Module is currently only used to order labs from PCMH, that may change (to include LabCorp and/or internal (ECU Clinic) labs 

·  It is important that problem lists are updated and maintained before Orders Module can work properly

· Additional customization/integration for Surgery specialty groups (Peds, CT, etc.) is still ongoing

· We hope to pilot the transfer of billing/encounter information from Logician back to IDX at FMO—beginning ~August

· We are once again hoping to work with Eastern Radiology on getting an electronic interface in place

· Revisions to the PCMH lab and Pathology results interfaces are slated for this summer/fall—pending PCMH’s response

· Upgrade to Logician version 5.6 will occur in early-mid 2005(?), depending on when GE distributes it, and what “bugs” need to be ironed out.  

· Psychiatry clinic to go live on Logician after the additional security features in version 5.6 are implemented.
