New Clinical Content:  

· GOP Surgery forms and templates (no screen prints).  Import date: 5/7/2004

Revised Clinical Content: 

· Lab or Test Follow-up Encounter type has ECU Order Reference and View Labs Ordered forms added to order labs from PCMH in clinical areas using the Orders Module ONLY-Import date: 5/17/2004
· Assessment and Plan-Adult, GYN, and Peds forms includes buttons to add the clinical lists to edit fields in the form, counseling time may be documented and percentages calculated, and labs order using the Orders Module automatically appears in the note.  Import date: 5/17/2004
· Physical Exam Peds and Peds Brief forms now display the current head circumference (if younger than 3), height, weight, and BMI (if older than2).  Edit fields for percentiles of head circumference (if younger than 3), height, weight, and BMI (if older than2).  Import date: 5/17/2004
· TB-PPD results added to the Immunization Record handouts and letters.  

Data Quality and Reporting:

· Password Reminders

· Don't share login/passwords

· Passwords are scheduled for change every 90 days

· Minimum length 6 characters (alpha, numeric or character); case sensitive

· Cannot reuse previous three passwords

· Password cannot be the same as the userid

· When you call for a password reset, you will be asked for some personal data to confirm identify   

· Passwords can only be given to users.

· Please specify if your logician account is the password you need reset.  CITRIX passwords are maintained separately.
Tips of the Month

· Please do not route documents to users in the SHS (Student Health Service) location of care.  Remember, the system is set up so that SHS charts and ECU Physicians charts are segregated and cannot be accessed by users who do not work in that location—i.e., we cannot access SHS charts, and SHS staff cannot access our charts, even though the system will let you route documents back and forth.  
Other Issues, Questions and Discussion

· The “Referring Physician” field in the registration module is the field that is used to store a patient’s “VIP” Category—ECU Employee/Family, PCMH Employee/Family, etc.  Please do not change this field in any charts!  When you change this field, it not only affects that chart, but all other patients who have the same VIP category.  
· The new interface from IDX to Logician went LIVE on April 15.  If you note any problems, please let us know! 
· Please remember that we rely on this group to show your new providers and staff how Logician should be used in your clinic.  But if you/they need assistance, please call on us.  
· The “Generic” logins will likely be phased out by ITCS in the near future.  You should have already received information on this directly from ITCS
Where we’re going…

· Logician’s Orders Module will be rolled out across ECU Physicians clinics.

· LJCC starts today! 

· FMO is next—projected to go live in June; then on to Nephrology

· While the Orders Module is currently only used to order labs from PCMH, that may change (to include LabCorp and/or internal (ECU Clinic) labs 

·  It is important that problem lists are updated and maintained before Orders Module can work properly

· Additional customization/integration for Surgery specialty groups (Peds, Gastric bypass, CT, etc.) is still ongoing

· Gastric Bypass will begin their new processes on May 17

· We hope to pilot the transfer of billing/encounter information from Logician back to IDX at FMO—beginning ~August

· Revisions to the PCMH lab and Pathology results interfaces are slated for this summer—pending PCMH’s response

· We are once again working with Eastern Radiology on getting an electronic interface in place

· Upgrade to Logician version 5.6 will occur in early-mid 2005(?), depending on when GE distributes it, and what “bugs” need to be ironed out.  

· Psychiatry clinic to go live on Logician after the additional security features in version 5.6 are implemented.
