Clinical Content Info

New Clinical Content:   

· Endo/Diabetes template-new to the Endocrine folder used by the Medicine Department/Endocrine Division.  New/revised forms include:

HPI Adult Endo/DM;  ROS Endocrine;  Physical Exam - Endocrine (located in Physical Exam folder);  Endocrine_DM Review Flowsheet ;  Endo_Diabetes Health Review;  Endocrine/DM Office Labs;  Assessment and Plan Endo DM;  Diabetes Medication Review;  and Diabetes Therapy Review. Revised Clinical Content: 

Forms moved from the Endocrine folder to the Adult General Forms folder:

· Diabetes Review_Adult (replaced Diabetes Health Review) - OBS term for ‘eye exam’ changed to ‘diab eye exam’.  Included with Diabetes Tests and Notes in ‘Diabetes’ template in the Adult Internal Medicine folder.  (see attached)  Import/Move date 10/20/2004
· Diabetes Tests and Notes- includes area to document diabetes foot exam, diabetes education, nutrition education, related medications and other notes.  Included with Diabetes Review_Adult in ‘Diabetes’ template in the Adult Internal Medicine folder  (see attached)  Import/Move date 10/20/2004
· Blood Glucose Monitor – (no changes) documents blood sugars taken at home. Move date 10/20/2004.

· Pregancy Outcome Summary-OB folder-field for labor length removed; Apgar scores added for current pregnancy; checkboxes for RhoGan and Rubella changed to dropdown boxes.  (see attached)  Live in Logician.
· AFP-Genetic Screening - new result field for Smith-Lemli-Opitz MOM values included for all results.  (see attached)  Live in Logician.
· Pediatric Immunization Administration – heading changed to read ‘Immunization Administration’ only so the form may also be used for adults as needed.  Live in Logician.
· HIV Exposure Infants – Birth weight field changed to two fields for pounds and ounces.  Import date 10/6/2004
· **Referral Request-Pt Info – The procedures list is moved.  ‘At ECU’ fields open when certain preprogrammed procedures are selected.  (see attached)  Import date 10/6/2004
· **Intake (Adult and Peds) - The Pain Screen form is deleted and incorporated into Adult and Peds Intake forms.  Other revisions include the ability to add the med list to an edit field and the addition of the user ID button.  (See attached)  Import date 10/6/2004
Other Changes:

· As mentioned last month, LabCorp labs are now routed through a different interface engine.  The only noticeable changes for users are the flowsheet/data dates—they now match the date of the document (which is normally the date the specimen was collected), and the ‘Location of Care’ on the lab report document—this now reflects the clinic where the order originated, instead of ‘ECU’.  

· The printed lab order form for PCMH has changed.  It now includes the pt’s SSN and primary insurance carrier, per PCMH request.  This new format was pushed out to clinic workstations on 9-29-04.  If you still have workstations that are printing the old version of the order form, please let us know.  

· The ‘other provider’ role has had the privilege to affix a “preliminary signature” to Office Visit document types.  This will enable people who have documents auto-created (due to the electronic lab ordering process) to ‘change properties’ and select a document type other than ‘Office Visit’.  (Previously, these “other providers” could not do this.)

· As we prepare for LabCorp orders to be generated from within Logician, there are a few more changes on the way.  These may be live before the next CLUe meeting.  

· For clinics that are live on the Orders Module, users will be prompted if the patient should be sent to a lab other than PCMH.  The prompt will occur before the order is entered, and again after the order is entered if the user selected the wrong lab.     

Discussion/Proposed changes:

· Add the ‘View Lab Orders’ form to the standard ‘Phone Note’ encounter type.

· Replace the manual entry Insurance information which appears on the banner line from the Intake and other forms to the name of the Primary Insurance from IDX

Data Quality and Reporting
· Last month there were more than 3,200 unsigned documents by various providers greater than 30 days from initialization.  Remind users to sign documents promptly (within 72 hours of initiation) to ensure the clinical lists are accessible and improve system performance.

Tips of the Month

· To change the appointments default on your desktop: Click ‘Go’ from the menu bar; select ‘Settings’, then Preferences; open the ‘Desktop’ folder and select ‘Appointments; and change the name displayed in the View today’s appointments for: box.  Entry will remain with making any other changes

· To add ‘View Labs Ordered’ form to update:  Right mouse click OR use button on bar to ‘Insert’ component-open ECU folder (click the plus) then select the Orders folder and then click to select the ‘View Labs Ordered’ form.

·  Please let us know when your residents rotate to/from different clinic sites so that we can list their account, appt book, etc in the correct location of care.

Other Issues, Questions and Discussion

· The university will be implementing new PassPhrase requirements on October 16th.  The new requirements will mean that passwords for access to the network and all university applications will be more stringent.  Many of the requirements will be incorporated into Logician passwords—so that the next time (after Oct 16th) you are prompted to change your Logician password, you will have to adhere to the new requirements (length, mix of alpha and numeric characters, etc.)

· With the implementation of the Orders Module, we need to consider limiting the privilege to add to clinics’ custom problem, medication, and order lists.  We are proposing that only certain staff/providers in each clinic have this privilege.  Thoughts/discussion??  

Where we’re going…

· Logician’s Orders Module still rolling out across ECU Physicians clinics.

· Endo goes live on Oct 20.  Surgery clinics are next.  

· LabCorp labs will also be included in the Orders Module in the near future—potentially as soon as late-October. 

· It is important that problem lists are updated and maintained before Orders Module can work properly.

· We hope to pilot the transfer of billing/encounter information from Logician back to IDX at FMO (or another site?)

· New clinical content should be piloted with FPC in the next 2 months.

· IQMax handheld dictation system to be incorporated into the workflows of several physicians this fall.  

· We are once again working with Eastern Radiology on getting an electronic interface in place.  We are also working with PCMH in hopes of getting ED reports, Discharge Summaries, Op notes, etc. electronically interfaced into Logician. 

· The NC Immunization Registry is slated to be piloted in Pitt County ~Feb 2005.  If ECU participates in this pilot, we will work with Peds, FPC, and FMO to coordinate workflow and interface details… 

· Upgrade to Logician version 5.6 will occur in mid 2005(?), depending on when GE distributes it, and what “bugs” need to be ironed out.  

· Psychiatry clinic to go live on Logician after the additional security features in version 5.6 are implemented.
