Excavating the Image: An Introduction to Photoshop for Historians and Archaeologists
This basic introduction to Photoshop focuses on preparing and restoring historic photographs and preparing artifact photos and engravings for use both in print and web publications.  While Photoshop contains an extensive set of tools that could take a semester to study we will examine a few simple but effective processes that can be quickly learned and utilized to handle most restoration needs.  The workshop will cover:
Basic tools and workspace organization
Image adjustments such as resizing, cropping, tilt corrections, canvass changes and when to use them
Simple repairs to damaged areas 
Correcting for tone and contrast problems
Re-matting engravings for print and web publication
Creating line drawings from artifact photos,
Salvaging murky underwater images
Artifact photo corrections
And other subjects as time permits.
