BGSA Meeting Minutes – Wednesday; October 27, 2004


-We received a letter from the Tar-Pamlico River Foundation thanking us for our $50 donation (proceeds from our eco-burrito booth at Barefoot on the Mall last spring).
-Ken filled us in on requesting travel funds from SGA: 

1) We were allocated $848, $640 of which is for travel, $168 for supplies and materials, and $40 "fixed charge" (?) 

2) In order to receive funding for travel to conferences, you must complete 2 tasks: 

a) Attend a workshop or meet with Krista Wilhelm (in Mendenhall) 5-6 weeks before you travel so that you understand what forms need to be filled out and submission deadlines.
b) If you want money in advance (i.e. for a hotel) you must complete all of your paperwork four weeks in advance.  When you return, you must submit payment receipts and sign additional paperwork within two weeks.  
-Ken has a big checklist of the forms that need to be completed at various times.  Once you apply for SGA funds and you find out that you are not fully covered (note: SGA does not cover food expenses) then you may apply for additional funding from BGSA (more information later).

-Treasury report: we have about $700 in the bank and are waiting for another $700 or so in reimbursements from the department (for the TA workshop, pig pickin', etc.)
