*What do they look for:
	~A personal statement/essay including what you've done in preparation: are 	you engaged/involved?  Volunteer, work experience, shadow/research 		experience, out of country excursions, gender, etc.
	Needs to be positive!
	Demonstrate that you understand exactly what you are pursuing!
	~Letters of recommendation: professors, employers, advisors, etc
	~GPA: 3.49 average -They look at trends
	~PCAT: on average- the 85 percentile range is "decent"
	On average, one needs to study a couple of hours a night about 6 months prior to test date to do well...
	~You are being evaluated from the moment you call/apply!  BE AWARE!!!
	~Show some form of leadership: the quality of experience and impact- be strategic about it though and make sure you enjoy it; don't get too overextended.
	~Enrichment programs are favorable
	~Internships, though hard to come by, are favored as well
*Four year program; no prior degree required
*Two person panel interview to make certain that this is the place for you and is a good fit.  These interviewers look at personality, eye contact, body language, communication skills, well-thought out answers, etc.: they know nothing about your application and are only judging on first impression!  Practice your articulation and people skills..do not memorize.  Visit APhA- this will help to provide a comfort level and give you a heads up/insight into recent news.
*New LEAD Program: Show cased the school and allows you to get a feel and helps you to get your overall view/networking about the profession as possible.
	Application will be launched in December-ish: visit website to find and apply
*When applying: make a chart and really read the application guidelines and make a game plan to make it easier and more efficient!
