ECU SECURITY STUDIES PROGRAM

The goal of ECU’s Security Studies Program is to develop
new thinking toward National Security by understanding
emerging threats and coordinated responses between dif-
ferent agencies and levels of government.

The Security Studies Program encourages an integrated
view of Homeland Security. Our mission is to develop the
knowledge, skills, and abilities expected of students pursu-
ing a career related to homeland security at the national,
state, and local levels.

To this end, the Security Studies Program is an interdisci-
plinary program that pools knowledge and talent from
these departments:

e Political Science

e  Public Administration

e  Criminal Justice

e Planning

e  Environmental Health and Safety

e  Other associated departments and programs through-
out the university

CAREER OPPORTUNITIES

A student who specializes in security studies acquires the
skills in writing, communications, and analysis that are
critical to working in a career field related to national secu-
rity. Students may work for any one of the 22 federal
agencies that comprise the Department of Homeland Se-
curity, the Department of Defense, other federal depart-
ments, or any of the national intelligence agencies which
support the homeland security mission. At the state and
local levels, students may work in law enforcement, health,
environment, transportation, critical infrastructure protec-
tion, or any number of jobs related to security.

The interdisciplinary nature of the program affords students
a unique opportunity to gain a broad, interagency perspec-
tive on security issues, but also to focus on areas where
they may have additional educational requirements not
offered in their chosen field of study.

Students receive a grounding in the knowledge, skills, and
abilities (KSAs) related to security career fields that are in
demand in today’s competitive marketplace. We believe
ECU’s unique approach toward education and developing
job-related KSAs will make our students more competitive
in the long-run.

SECURITY STUDIES PROGRAMS

Currently, ECU is offering the Graduate Certificate in Secu-
rity Studies. This is a professional program of study which
began offering courses in fall 2004.

Planning and curriculum development are underway to de-
velop a Master in Security Studies (MSS), beginning in Fall
2006. Courses taken for the Graduate Certificate in Security
Studies will earn credit towards the Master’s degree, once
approved upon acceptance into the MSS program.

Additionally, ECU will offer an interdisciplinary Minor in
Security Studies for other undergraduates, beginning in Fall
2005

The long-term goal is to be able to offer a Security Studies
concentration under a Doctoral degree in Public Policy.

GRADUATE CERTIFICATE IN SECURITY
STUDIES

Graduate Certificate Requirements

Course Requirements: 15 semester hours of graduate
course credit. Students choose 5 of 6 of the following core
courses to meet this requirement:

e EHST 6010: Fundamentals of Environmental Health

e JUST 6502: Criminal Justice and Terrorism

e PADM 6170: Intergovernmental /Interagency Relations
e PLAN6015: Emergency/Disaster Planning

e POLS 6155: Changing Nature of National Security

e POLS 6382: Global Terrorism

Additional Courses: Other ECU graduate courses may
become available during the year which may be substituted
for the above core courses. Consideration may be made on
a case-by-case basis.

Transfer Credits: Up to 6 credit hours may be transferred
to the Graduate Certificate from accredited colleges and uni-
versities, after review by the Security Studies Program Com-
mittee on a case-by-case basis.

MILITARY STUDENT OPTIONS

Through ECU’s Military Program Office, Memoranda
of Understanding (MOU) are being coordinated with
military schools and Department of Defense agencies
to provide graduate course credit in ECU degree pro-
grams, to include Security Studies.

Military and Department of Defense civilian personnel
may be able to earn up to 6 credit hours of credit to-
ward the Graduate Certificate through related course
work and specific training afforded through the mili-
tary. ECU is also a member of the Homeland Secu-
rity Defense Education Consortium, sponsored by the
Department of Defense. (www.hsdec.org)
