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Thanks to the generosity of alumni and friends of the Department of Psychology, a number of
scholarships are available for students who are majoring in psychology. Scholarships are
competitive, each have separate eligibility requirements, and each requires individual
applications. The Department of Psychology Faculty Development and Awards Committee will
review and recommend awardees for each of the following scholarships.

The Earl and Norma Childers Scholarship. This merit-based scholarship is awarded to a
psychology major with a minimum GPA of 3.0 and a demonstrated commitment to a career in
psychology. The scholarship is valued at $300* ($150 per semester toward tuition and fees).

The Miller-Moore Undergraduate Scholarship in Psychology. This merit and need-based
scholarship is awarded to a rising senior psychology major who has demonstrated academic
excellence in the field of psychology and has a demonstrated financial need. The award is
valued at $2000* to be applied to tuition and fees for the senior year.

The University Book Exchange Scholarship in Psychology. This merit-based scholarship is
awarded to a rising senior who has shown academic excellence in the field of psychology. The
award is valued at $500* ($250 per semester to be applied to tuition and fees).

The Carol Smith Ripley Scholarship. This merit-based scholarship is awarded to a rising
senior with a commitment to the study of psychology who plans to pursue a career in the field.
Preference will be given to those applicants who are planning a career in psychological
research. Nominations must be from a faculty member that has worked with the student on a
research project or as a co-presenter of a research paper. This scholarship is typically valued
at $500* credited toward tuition and fees.
