RIHA Apponts New Chief Executive
Officer, Seeks Funding for The Lost Colony

The Roanoke Island Historical Association (RIHA),
producers of the outdoor symphonic drama The Lost
Colony, named a new chief executive officer, Pat Baum
Salgado, and a new chair for its board of directors, Ellen
Newbold. Among the first major tasks for Salgado has
been reorganizing the RIHA's financing of The Lost Colony,
which operated at a deficit during seven of the last eight

Salgado, who took over the position of chief executive
officer in January, is a Roanoke Island native who has
worked in San Francisco for the past 25 years. Salgado
holds a doctorate in human development and
organizational systems from the Fielding Institute of
Santa Barabara, California. Her other degrees are a
Bachelor of Music in voice from Greensboro College; a
Master of Performing Arts in choral conducting from
California State University —San Jose; and a Master of

Arts in organizational systems from the Fielding Institute.
